Registration of Greens

Any persons may apply to the commons registration authority to register land when:-

.a significant number of inhabitants of any locality, or of any neighbourhood within a locality, have indulged as of right in lawful sports and pastimes on the land for a period of at least 20 years. 

 We feel that the proposed development of 147 houses is far too many for our lovely historic village and  it will have a detrimental effect on village life and exacerbate any traffic problems we already have to tolerate.
